The Mother is the Founder President of
Sri Aurobindo Society.

Poet, revolutionary, philosopher, rishi and yogi,
Sri Aurobindo was one of the leaders of the
freedom movement, who strove for India’s
complete independence. He came to Pondicherry
in 1910 to pursue the Integral Yoga, which aims at
a synthesis of Spirit and Matter, at Human Unity in
a rich diversity, and a total transformation of this
earthly life into Divine life.
